engagement among students, equipping them with the tools to become active and responsible citizens; and

Whereas, the second week of March has been recognized as Civic Learning Week, a time to highlight the importance of civics
education, encourage participation in civic-related activities and acknow[edge the ongoing contributions of educators and

advocates who promote civic [i’ceracy; and

Whereas, numerous schools, organizations and institutions thvoughout the Commonwealth participate in Civic Learning

Week, reinforcing the value of civic knowledge and engagement in sustaining a robust and thriving democracy.
